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IMPORTANT CARE INSTRUCTIONS

This Chimenea / Fire Pit is a handmade item and with the proper care will last for many years.
However, it is essential that you follow these instructions carefully to avoid damaging your product, and to ensure safe use.

BEFORE USE

Remove any packaging before use, but retain these safety instructions for future reference.

Please carefully consider the positioning of this product, as damage to underlying and surrounding surfaces and objects can occur
from the radiant heat emitted by the Chimenea / Fire Pit.

Place on a level, heat resistant and non flammable ground, away from combustible material, such as wooden fencing,
plant material etc.

Ensure the Chimenea / Fire Pit has at least a 2 metre clearance from surrounding and overhead items.
Before lighting, place the Chimenea / Fire Pit on its stand and ensure the unit is stable.

Put a 7-10cm layer of small stones or dry washed sand in the base of the Chimenea / Fire Pit. This helps to protect from cracking
through excessive heat. (Do not use garden loam or brick sand).

If desired, place two bricks on their side about 12cm apart on top of the stones/sand to help elevate the wood.

The Chimenea / Fire Pit should be cured before use to help prevent cracking, please see instructions below:

CURING THE CHIMENEA / FIRE PIT

To start a fire, place a small amount of dry kindling wood or newspaper in the unit. Always start the fire slowly, light the
paper / kindling and allow a flame to build up. Once adequately alight add a small log and allow to burn slowly. Allow
the log to burn out and the Chimenea / Fire Pit to cool.

Repeat this procedure at least two more times in order to seal any pores with soot and cure the Chimenea / Fire Pit.

LIGHTING THE CHIMENEA / FIRE PIT

Always start the fire slowly, burn newspaper / dry kindling for about one hour before creating a larger fire. When using as a
heater, wood is the best fuel and a couple of logs will be sufficient in producing enough heat.

* Do not use petrol, white spirits, lighter fluid, alcohol or other similar chemicdls to light a fire as the rapid
increase in temperature could damage the Chimenea / Fire Pit.

* Never overload the Chimenea / Fire Pit or dllow wood to hang out over the front or top edges. If fire emits
from the front opening or from the chimney there is too much fuel in the unit and it may crack.

* Do not use the Chimenea / Fire Pit as a furnace or garden incinerator - only use as an outdoor heater.

* Do not extinguish the fire with water. This will also damage the Chimenea / Fire Pit. Simply let the fire
die out naturdlly or douse with sand.
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MAINTENANCE

Change the stones or sand in the bottom of the heater after every third use.

Make sure that rain does not collect in the bottom of the heater. Protect your Chimenea from rain and cold weather by using a
protective cover, or moving it into a shed, garage or under cover when not in use. Never allow ice to form in the Chimenea / Fire Pit
as this may cause cracking.

If your Chimenea comes with a lid, please ensure it is removed before lighting, and left off during use.
Ensure the Chimenea / Fire Pit is dry before use.
Always inspect the Chimenea / Fire Pit for fatigue and damage prior to each use. Replace as and when necessary.

Please note: Due to the traditional handmade process, this item will have individual characteristics in the form of distinguishing
marks and colouring and have slight variations in size and weight. The surface will age and discolour naturally from first use.
This is normal and is to be expected.

SAFETY

e Always ensure the unit is stable prior to use.
e The Chimenea / Fire Pit will get very hot during and dfter use, so take care with children and pets.

* The assembled Chimenea / Fire Pit is heavy and it is recommended the unit is not moved dfter positioned or in
use. If moved, first ensure the unit has completely cooled and always use two persons to lift. Do not drag the
Chimenea / Fire Pit across the ground.

* Do not handle or move the Chimenea / Fire Pit when lit or hot. It may cause burns.

* Never leave the fire unattended.

*  Ensure the Chimenea / Fire Pit is positioned at least 2 metres away from flammable items.

* If using an outdoor cover, only position the cover once the fire has died and the unit has completely cooled.

e Always check your local fire regulations before use.

WARNING - CAUTION

*  FIRE HAZARD - Hot embers may emit while in use.
e This product is for outdoor use only.
e This product is only suitable for use with untreated wood and logs. Do not use charcoal.

* Do not use the Chimenea / Fire Piton or close to decking or any other flammable surfaces such as grass,
wood chips, leaves or decorative bark.

* Remember to never overfill the Fire Pit, or allow flames to emit out of the top or sides.

* Do not place the Fire Pit on surfaces that could damaged by radiant heat emitted from
the Fire Pit.

*  Remember to properly prepare and cure your Chimenea / Fire Pit before use to avoid damage or cracking.
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
